c) Weave Row 4, until the last bead. String on the last bead of Row 4. Since this is odd count peyote, you will need to put this last bead in as shown:
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Pull the thread tight, and manipulate the bead with the read dot in it to sit

Then, take the thread through existing beads in the path shown in green. This puts you in the correct place to
start Row 5.
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d) Weave Row 5.
e) Row 6 — Weave until you have anchored in the next to last bead of R6. Take thread on through adjacent lower left-hand bead (blue thread path), a

(back through last bead of row), to be in position to start Row 7.

Row 7 - Weave as usual.

Row 8 — Weave until you have anchored in the next to last bead of R8. Use same thread path / procedure as instruction €), to add the last bead of R8, but
with different beads and rows, of course, to be in place to start R9.

Row 9 — Weave as usual.

Row 10 —Weave until you have anchored the next to last bead of R10. Use same thread path / procedure as in instruction €), to add the last bead of R10,
and be in position to start R11.

Row 11 — Weave as usual.

Row 12 — Weave until you have anchored the next to last bead of R12. Use same thread path / procedure as in instruction €), to add the last bead of R12,
and be in position to start R13.

Row 13 — Weave until you have anchored the last bead of R13, then, follow the thread path in red, then blue, to be in position to start R14.



Row 14 — Weave as usual.

Row 15 - Weave until you have anchored the next to last bead of R15. Use same thread path / procedure as in instruction e), to add the last bead of R15,
and be in position to start R16.

Row 16 — Weave as usual until you have anchored in the last bead of R16, then, follow the thread
path in red, to be in position to start R17.

Row 17 — Weave as usual.

Row 18 — Weave until you have anchored the next to last bead of R18. Use same thread path / procedure as in instruction ), to add the last bead of
R18, and be in position to start R19.

Row 19 - Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R20.
Row 20 — Weave as usual.
Row 21 — Weave until you have anchored in the next to last bead of R 21. Take thread on through adjacent lower right-hand bead (blue thread path).

Continue by stringing on the last bead of R 21 (outlined in red). Use green thread path to secure this bead, then the orange path (back through last bead of
row), to be in position to start Row 22.

Row 22 - Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R23.
Row 23 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R24.
Row 24 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R25.

Row 25 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R26.



Row 26 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R27.
Row 27 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R28.
Row 28 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R29.

Row 29 — Weave as usual. Depending on how much thread you have left, you have a choice to tie off here, and add another thread for the second half, or
just bring thread through beads and start the second half.

SECOND HALF — Flip beadwork to match Graph 2. Make sure your work is oriented correctly (refer to the Stop bead).
Make existing thread, or new thread exit the right-hand side of the Bead to the left of the stop bead, (red thread).

Row B1 - Weave until you have anchored the next to the last bead of R B1, then, use the procedure in instruction e), to add the last bead of R B1, and be
in position to start R B2.

Row B2 — Weave as usual.

Row B3 —Weave until you have anchored the next to the last bead of R B3, then, use the procedure in instruction e), to add the last bead of R B3, and be
in position to start R B4.

Row B4 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R B5.

Row B5 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R B6.



Row B6 - Weave as usual.

Row B7 - Weave until you have anchored the next to the last bead of R B6, then, use the procedure in instruction e), to add the last bead of R B6, and be
in position to start R B7.

Row B8 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start RB8.
Row B9 - Weave as usual.

Row B10 — Weave until you have anchored the next to the last bead of R B9, then, use the procedure in instruction e), to add the last bead of R B9, and be
in position to start R B10.

Row B11 - Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R B11.

Row B12 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R B12.
Row B13 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R B13.
Row B14 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R B14.
Row B15 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R B15.
Row B16 — Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 13 to get the thread in correct position to start R B16.
Row B17 - Weave in the row, then use the procedure shown in Row 16 to get the thread in correct position to start R B17.

Row B18 - Weave as usual. Tie off. You can also tie off the Stop bead now.
