Click Pencil Guideline blank graph paper for Delica(r) beads, size 11/0 TOP: ODD Count Flat Peyote, String on 35 beads, do 32 rows. BOTTOM: Even Count Flat Peyote. String on 34
beads, and do 32 rows. This project is a little different from the others. Usually your bead tubes will cover the entire length of the brass tubes. On the Pencil, the bead tube you make for the
bottom (using the provided blank graph), should be flush with the top of the Bottom Barrel. The top of the Bottom Barrel is the end that is totally open, and Doesn't have a slightly tapered brass
end on it. Your beads shouldn’t reach all the way down to this tapered piece, but just near the end of the tube. This is because when you are ready to put on the Nib, the nib is going to go

slightly over the tapered brass piece, and a little past it up on the brass tube. This, effectively, shortens the length of the bottom brass tube.

Designing in the Round - Even though the above graph is a bead rectangle, since you are making a bead tube out of it, a person can only view asmall portion of your design at any onetime. The rectangles below
(including the black lines) shows the view available of your finished bead design for the Click Pencil. Also keep in mind that as your design approaches the left and right edges of the rectangle, the design beginsto
curve around the brass tube, and the appearance of the design diminishes.
